ñBe still and know that I am God!ò 
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Change, change, change é  

 

Perhaps you have heard that there will be changes in the language of the Mass beginning the 

first Sunday of Advent. Well, if not, now you know! Some of our parishioners will find that the 

new words have a familiar ring to them because they closely reflect the original Latin texts that 

were spoken up until the change from Latin to the vernacular ushered in by Vatican II. In pre-

paring this new translation, ñthe translators were asked to make the English texts conform 

more closely to the Latin originals and to retain traditional theological vocabulary that commu-

nicates important concepts of the faith. The language that the faithful will hear and pray is 

more formal and somewhat more complex than the language of ordinary conversation. It con-

veys rich theological concepts and retains biblical language and images.ò 

 

If you have access to the internet, I urge you to check out the United States Conference of 

Catholic Bishops website http://www.usccb.org/romanmissal/ which features all more than you 

need to know, but is very informative on the upcoming changes. 

 

Over the next several weeks, I will use documents from the website to further illustrate the 

changes. After Labor Day as we head into the fall, our parishes will provide bulletin stuffers 

and handouts at the church doors explaining them. In addition, professionally printed worship 

aids will also be located in the pews to assist you in speaking the new parts. Just so you know, 

there are fewer changes with the so-called ñpeopleôs parts,ò than those that the priest says. 

Many priests will lament the fact that they have to unlearn what they committed to memory so 

long ago.
